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In Birmingham  
There are already 30 teams registered to walk in Birmingham whose walk is led 
by The Hon. Mr. Justice Treacy. So it’s going to be  bigger than last year. That’s 
just as well as the first Nottingham walk are trying to beat them for the position of 
best walk in the Midlands regional trust’s patch!

In Leeds  
The Vice president of Leeds Law Society, James Haddleton,  has now joined the 
walk leaders who also include HHJ Grenfell, the designated Civil Judge, HHJ 
Collier, the Honorary Recorder of Leeds, HHJ Hunt QC the Designated Family 
Judge and Judge  Stuart Brown, the Leader of the NE Circuit. Tribunal Judge
